Read Scripture  
Q- What does honor mean to you?
The world we are living in has lost the idea of honor. When we have rebellion in our homes – Kids disobeying their parents – we have lost honor. When the majority of marriages end in an ugly divorce – we have lost honor.  When you can’t turn on the TV without something objectionable coming across the air waves – we have lost honor. When people are quick to curse each other out and slow to listen – we have lost honor.
Q- How was Jesus treated in his “Own Country?”  
When Jesus returned to his hometown to teach and perform miracles, the people treated Him with dishonor. Their

dishonor was a result of their lack of faith. Q- What’s that about? Dishonor is tied to a Lack of faith? What do you think?
Standing before them was the King of Kings and Lord of Lords!  They had heard how he had healed the blind and raised the dead.  He was in their midst ready to do miracles and speak the Word of God… But the people couldn’t see the Messiah… they saw a carpenter, Mary’s son, and his siblings.   Honor has a lot to do with how we see people.’
We don’t honor people because they are perfect… How many people are perfect? Only Jesus was perfect.  We honor people for who they are and the position they hold in our life.
Q- Who and what should we be showing honor towards?  And what’s a good way to show honor?
Q- Exodus 20:12 tells us to Honor our mother and father.  What does it look like to honor your parents?
Q- Is there a difference between respect and honor? What’s the difference?

It’s possible to respect someone but not honor them.  It’s also possible to honor someone you don’t respect.
Q- How does it feel to be dishonored?
Q- How does it feel to be honored?

Dishonor isn’t always easy to spot.  Treating things as common is often overlooked way we can show dishonor. No one said hateful things about Jesus in Mark 6, they simply treated him as common and not as the Messiah.  They might have respected Jesus… but they didn’t honor Him for who he was and the position He carried.    
Q- What do you think Jesus meant when he said “A prophet is not without honor except in his own country, among his own relatives, and in his own house?”  
Could it be that we are dishonoring by treating others as common?  The quote “familiarity breeds contempt” comes to mind. The more we are around someone the more we take them for granted. The more worship services we are in the more we take those moments for granted.  The more sermons we hear the more they become commonplace.

STOP THAT!  Don’t let the things of God become COMMON!  Instead show him honor – be in awe of Him and His creation.

Internal Q- Is there someone you need to honor? Have you been dishonoring someone by  treating them as common? How will you change? 
Vision: Take time to Honor God.  Pray for your parents and those in authority over your life.  Find a way to honor your pastors and spiritual leaders.  Be quick to Honor anyone who deserves it.
