Q- Name some ways Money affects our lives.

Money affects almost every part of our life. It can affect relationships, the choices we make in life, and even our mental and physical health. Money is a universal issue that affects all of us in 1 way or another.
Q- Tell us about a time you worried about money.
Money Talks. It says a lot about priorities. We can often see exactly what we value most by reading a price tag. We find that little green paper to be worth worrying over.  Some people find that green paper worth lying for or even killing for… Some people decide it is worth so many green papers an hour to work a job they don’t like.
Q- Based on spending, what do you think the people in our city value/prioritize?
Money reveals our heart. “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” Perhaps we think we are a certain way, but our treasure reveals something else about us. 
Wouldn’t it be shocking to be accused of robbery? Malachi 3 says some strong things about what we do with our money. If we aren’t bringing a “Tithe” to God’s Storehouse, we are robbers! 
What we do with money counts! What we do with money will reveal things we might not even realize about ourselves. What we do with money might be robbery of God… but the reverse is true also… What we do with money could also be honor to God.

We read…“No one can serve two masters. Either you will hate the one and love the other, or you will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and money.”  What we do with money shows who our Master is!
Q- What is tithe?  {10% of your increase, the first %10}
We should honor God with a tithe, but that’s only the beginning.
Quick analogy:  I lend you my car for you and your family to take a vacation. You aren’t paying me for it. I have given the car for your use. I only ask that you honor me by taking care of my car and using it properly.
How do you think I’d respond if you brought back the car dirty with gashes, and cracked glass… but with a perfect fender. The fender is roughly 10% of the car and you argue that you honored me by taking care of that 10%...
If we honor God with 10% of our finances but then misuse and abuse the rest of our finances… God isn’t really being honored!  It’s key that you understand this!  We should honor God by properly using the money He has given us.  It’s not really our money… It’s His! Not just 10% but all of it! We should honor God with ALL our finances.
Q- {Internal} If Money Talks. What does your money say about you?

             What would you like it to say?   What needs to change?     {Pray for your group!}
Vision: Honor God with ALL your finances!
