7 Sayings: It is Finished (7 of 7)
GOALS & GUIDELINES:
ICEBREAKER: Give us a piece of advice on starting and finishing something.
AGREEMENT PRAYER
EDIFICATION:  
Happy Good Friday.  Thank you for joining us today on this special day. This is the day that we commemorate the death of Jesus on the cross. Q- Given it is the day we remember his death, is it ok to say “Happy Good Friday?”

Well we think it is ok. Although the death of Jesus isn’t happy, we know with great joy and happiness that He purchased our salvation on the cross and that he is risen on the 3rd day.  So if you want to say “happy” good Friday go right ahead. Jesus is alive! That is the source of our happiness every day.

We are on the final saying of Jesus spoken from the cross. Q- What are the 6 sayings we have covered previously? [Father forgive them for they know not what they do, Today you will be with me in Paradise, Dear Woman behold your son – Son behold your mother, My God My God why have you forsaken me, & I thirst, Father into your hands I commit my spirit]
Here is a 7th and final saying – “It is finished.” Q- What does this mean?  What is finished?

Ever since the fall of man God has been working to redeem all of mankind.  Q- Can someone explain Genesis 3:15 ?  {The 1st messianic prophecy – Jesus is the seed that is stricken but crushes the enemy}
God so loved the world He gave His son Jesus. Jesus came and did everything the Father sent Him to do in order to redeem us. The 1st words of Jesus are that He is about the Father’s business and upon the cross when he had fulfilled all the requirements for redemption He declared “It is finished.” 
Everything needed to save us is finished by Jesus on the cross. You can’t add anything to a finished work. You can’t finish anything… It’s already finished.  All that is left for us to do is to believe, obey, and then tell others.
Communion

We are going to receive communion together. Jesus told us to do this to remember Him and the finished work of the Cross.  (Have them take a cracker and a communion cup)

This cracker represents the flesh of Jesus.  (LEADER say something about the flesh of Jesus that is meaningful to you.  The cracker symbolizes the finished work of pierced hands & feet…)

This Grape Juice represents the blood of Jesus (LEADER say something about the blood of Jesus that is meaningful to you.  The juice symbolizes the finished work of forgiveness and washing away of our sins through the blood…)
Internal Q- Have you thanked Him lately for what He finished on the cross? Do you believe John 3:16 – That God so loved the world that He gave His only son and that WHOEVER believes in Him will not perish but have everlasting life?  Let’s take some time to talk to God silently.  We are going to talk to God with our heart… {Give space for silent prayer and then Pray!  Believe God is speaking and moving!}
