Champion 6 – Decapitated ONLINE
GOALS:
ICEBREAKER:  Tell us about a time you were hit in the head…
AGREEMENT PRAYER
SCRIPTURE READ
Are there any Champions in the room? For 5 weeks we have been talking about the championship story of David defeating the Giant Goliath. Week 1 we talked about God’s definition of “winning.” Week 2 we told you that God has chosen you to be a champion. Week 3 We talked about fear, and how we ought to respect God more than the giants in our lives. Week 4 we said that David was known, remembered, and beloved by God, even though we was unknown, forgotten, and hated by his enemies. Last week we noticed that our enemy rarely plays by the rules, yet God commands us to live a life of truth. We are not, however, disadvantaged in living by a higher standard, but we are empowered to defeat our enemy.
We all have been hit in the head a time or two. Maybe that is why we are so funny? Nothing is more disorienting than a hit to the head. A small cut on the arm will only bleed a little, but a cut on the head always bleeds an alarming amount. Recently sports like football have become alarmed over concussions. It turns out that a hit to the head can really do some damage.

Q- Physically, what is important about your head? Q- Spiritually what is important about your head?

You can’t live without your head. If your head is injured than it doesn’t matter how strong your body is. If your brain is impaired than your whole body is impaired. Your head is necessary for the rest of yourself.

It is no wonder that David aimed for the head of Goliath. We can be sure that Goliath would have aimed for the head of David. The enemies in your life are aiming at your head. Q- Can you think of any scripture about guarding your head? (put on the helmet of salvation, the peace of God will guard your heart & mind, take every thought into captivity…)
Scripture tells us that our head is Jesus Christ, and we are his body. Q- Given the analogy of a head & body, why is it important for Jesus to be our head?  [We can’t function without our spiritual head – Jesus Christ]
The enemy attacked our head, Jesus Christ. The enemy went after the only one that could rescue us. This is what the crucifixion was all about. Q- Does Genesis 3:15 prophecy this? Explain this prophecy.

Christ went to Golgatha and died on the cross. He took all the sins of humanity upon himself. As Genesis 3:15 says there was an enmity between Jesus (the offspring of eve) and sin (the offspring of Satan). The heel of Jesus was nailed to the cross and the prophecy said his heel would be struck. Q- But what does it say the offspring of Eve would do to our enemy, the offspring of Satan? [Crush his skull/head]
The Lord our shepherd, Jesus Christ, goes for the headshot on Satan. That is a lot like David the Shepherd boy getting a headshot on Goliath. David hits Goliath in the head with the stone from the slingshot. He then uses Goliath’s sword to cut off the head of the Giant. Q- What then becomes of the head?

We don’t know for sure what happens with the decapitated head of Goliath. We know from scripture it ends up in the area of Jerusalem. Q- What does the name “Golgatha” mean? [Place of the skull]

This theory can’t be confirmed by scripture, but we find it intriguing that Jesus dies in Jerusalem at Golgatha - “place of the skull.” Jesus was prophesied to crush the skull of Satan’s offspring. Some scholars believe that Golgatha was named for the burial place of the skull of GOLiath of GATH. GOL-GATHA.
Imagine Goliath’s skull buried in the ground of Golgatha. Imagine the heel of Jesus Messiah nailed to the cross above the skull. Jesus is positioned above the head of David’s enemies, and your enemy as well.
Internal Q- Are you struggling with an enemy? Do you understand that Christ has already won the victory through the cross? Is Christ your head? Is he your authority? Are you ready to defeat the enemy. 
VISION- Jesus is positioned above the head of your enemy. Receive His victory.
Make Christ your head.

1 Samuel 17:48-51 &54 48 As the Philistine moved closer to attack him, David ran quickly toward the battle line to meet him. 49 Reaching into his bag and taking out a stone, he slung it and struck the Philistine on the forehead. The stone sank into his forehead, and he fell facedown on the ground. 50 So David triumphed over the Philistine with a sling and a stone; without a sword in his hand he struck down the Philistine and killed him.

51 David ran and stood over him. He took hold of the Philistine’s sword and drew it from the sheath. After he killed him, he cut off his head with the sword. When the Philistines saw that their hero was dead, they turned and ran. 54 David took the Philistine’s head and brought it to Jerusalem; he put the Philistine’s weapons in his own tent.
Mathew 27:33 33 (speaking of Jesus on his way to his crucifixion) And when they were come unto a place called Golgotha, that is to say, a place of a skull,
Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring[a] and hers;

he will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.
VISION- Jesus is positioned above the head of your enemy. Receive His victory.
