Everybody loves a comeback story. The Bible is full of amazing Comeback stories.  Moses has an unforgettable comeback story.
Q- Let’s tell the Story of Moses up to the Parting of  the Red Sea. (Born a slave in Egypt, Mom had to give Him up, Placed in a basket on the Nile River, Found by Pharaoh’s daughter, Becomes a prince of Egypt, Kills an Egyptian, Runs away, Tends sheep & gets married in the desert, God speaks to Moses through a burning Bush, God Sends Moses to Egypt to Free Israel, Pharaoh refuses, God works 10 Plagues, Pharaoh lets Moses and Israel leave, Pharaoh & His army chases after them, God parts the Red sea, Israel goes across safely while the Egyptian army is destroyed when God releases the parted Red Sea.)  
There is so much more that happened in Moses’ life, but we don’t have the time to cover it tonight. He lived an amazing life as a servant of God and God’s people.
His life almost ended before it really began!  He was born into a slave family at a time when Pharaoh was having every Hebrew boy born, killed. Moses’ mother took some extreme action. Q- What do you think of the action she took? What would you have done?
Q- How do you go about making an uncomfortable decision like this one?

There are some logical exercises we can go through.  The Baby logically had a better chance of survival in the crocodile filled Nile river than the Egyptian soldier raids… but Hebrews 11, the Faith Chapter says that she didn’t just operate on statistical probability… She operated “BY FAITH.”   And when we are facing difficult situations we should do the same.

Moses is now a prince of Egypt. He is no longer treated as a slave, He lives in the Palace and has luxury at his disposal.  But this was not His comeback… Q- How easy would it have been for Him to be satisfied and that the story ends here with him living out as a prince?  Q- Might we make the mistake of think Comfort is our comeback?  
Author Francis Chan says “God doesn't call us to be comfortable. He calls us to trust Him so completely that we are unafraid to put ourselves in situations where we will be in trouble if He doesn't come through.” Q- What do you think?   Q- Has there been a time you trusted God like that? Share..

Moses did a lot of things by faith. He might not have even realized it at the time. When he saw his people being beaten he made a quick decision to do something about it.  What he did was wrong and misguided – Murder wasn’t right, but his heartbeat to not sit by anymore… to not be known as the son of pharaoh’s daughter, to not live a life of comfort but a dangerous life… so dangerous that he NEEDED GOD. Hebrews says he did this BY FAITH.
He found God when he was hiding from Pharaoh.  God spoke to Moses from a burning bush and this was his comeback. Not surviving the Nile, Not being a prince, not murdering an Egyptian and defying Pharaoh… but meeting God and trusting Him. This was His comeback.
Q- Are you doing something BY FAITH right now?  Do you feel God calling you to do something? Share..
Moses overcame a lot.. the nile, the murder, the fear, the stuttering problem… But perhaps the greatest part of his comeback was his willingness to step out of his comfortable palace and onto an uncomfortable path. A path that led to Destiny and path he would have to walk by faith.

Hebrews 11:23-28 (NIV) 23 By faith Moses’ parents hid him for three months after he was born, because they saw he was no ordinary child, and they were not afraid of the king’s edict.

24 By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh’s daughter. 25 He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather than to enjoy the fleeting pleasures of sin. 26 He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his reward. 27 By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the king’s anger; he persevered because he saw him who is invisible. 28 By faith he kept the Passover and the application of blood, so that the destroyer of the firstborn would not touch the firstborn of Israel.
29 By faith the people passed through the Red Sea as on dry land; but when the Egyptians tried to do so, they were drowned.
Exodus 1:22 (NIV) Then Pharaoh gave this order to all his people: “Every Hebrew boy that is born you must throw into the Nile, but let every girl live.”
Exodus 2:1-3 (NIV) Now a man of the tribe of Levi married a Levite woman, 2 and she became pregnant and gave birth to a son. When she saw that he was a fine child, she hid him for three months. 3 But when she could hide him no longer, she got a papyrus basket[a] for him and coated it with tar and pitch. Then she placed the child in it and put it among the reeds along the bank of the Nile.
5-6 Then Pharaoh’s daughter went down to the Nile to bathe, and her attendants were walking along the riverbank. She saw the basket among the reeds and sent her female slave to get it. 6 She opened it and saw the baby. He was crying, and she felt sorry for him. “This is one of the Hebrew babies,” she said.

10 She named him Moses, saying, “I drew him out of the water.”
Exodus 2:11-15 (NIV) One day, after Moses had grown up, he went out to where his own people were and watched them at their hard labor. He saw an Egyptian beating a Hebrew, one of his own people. 12 Looking this way and that and seeing no one, he killed the Egyptian and hid him in the sand. 13 The next day he went out and saw two Hebrews fighting. He asked the one in the wrong, “Why are you hitting your fellow Hebrew?”

14 The man said, “Who made you ruler and judge over us? Are you thinking of killing me as you killed the Egyptian?” Then Moses was afraid and thought, “What I did must have become known.” 15 When Pharaoh heard of this, he tried to kill Moses, but Moses fled from Pharaoh and went to live in Midian
