Jargon 3 – Christ/Savior
GOALS & GUIDELINES:

EDIFICATION:  
We know that we are the Church and that we are Christ’s disciples, and we know that Christ is our savior because of Grace and Mercy. We have a little better understanding of what all of this means, but who/what is this Christ, and what does it mean to be the Savior? 

Q: Can anyone tell us what the word ‘Christ’ means?

It means anointed, or in other words, covered with oil for spiritual reasons. It comes from the greek word Kristos and is an accurate translation of the Hebrew word Moshiach. Many people throughout biblical history were referred to as Moshiach, or Messiah in English.
Q: Can you think of another person in scripture referred to as anointed? (Psalm 18:50) 

Q: Why were other people called Messiah and what sets Jesus apart from them?

While Christ/Messiah may be a fairly generic term for someone who is covered in oil for religious purposes; we see from dozens of prophecies that there was one coming for a very specific purpose: Savior!
Q: What does the Strong’s Concordance tell us a savior is? (Deliverer)
Q: Deliverer for whom? (1Tim 4:10 Jon3:16)
Jesus came to save everyone, and while there are no conditions on God’s love, and there is no duty you can perform to earn salvation; being saved comes with a condition. 

Q: What is that condition? (1Tim 4:10 Jon3:16)
That’s right; you have to believe that Jesus is that Savior. From there it’s as simple as walking out the steps laid out for believers. This is all well and good, and very very important, but we haven’t talked about what we’re being saved from. 

Q: What are Christians delivered/saved from? (Romans 5:9)

Not to be a downer, but without a savior we’re all in big trouble! God’s wrath is bad news, and without someone being anointed as savior we’re set up to fail. God doesn’t set us up to fail; he is just. It’s our fault as a human race that we need saving, but God loves us and wants us as his own. God wants to save you!
Internal Q: Do you fully believe that Jesus is God’s Anointed? Do you know for sure that you have been saved from God’s wrath? Are you ready to walk in the joy and freedom of knowing that you have everlasting life through Jesus? (Pray)

Luke 2:11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
1Timothy 4:10 For therefore we both labour and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living God, who is the Saviour of all men, specially of those that believe. 

Romans 5:8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 9Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him. 

John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 

Strong’s Concordance- Hebrew maw-shee'-akh: anointed; usually a consecrated person (as a king, priest, or saint); specifically the Messiah: - anointed, Messiah.

 Strong’s Concordance- Greek khris-tos': anointed, that is, the Messiah, an epithet of Jesus: - Christ.

Strong’s Concordance- Greek so-tare': a deliverer, that is, God or Christ: - saviour.
