Jargon 5 – Righteous/Holy
GOALS & GUIDELINES:
ICEBREAKER:  Tell us about a time someone did a good deed for you.

EDIFICATION:  
This is our final night of the Jargon series, and probably the toughest. Tonight we will be discussing the words “Righteous” and “Holy”, what do they mean, what don’t they mean, and how they apply to us. The words “Righteous” and “Holy” go hand in hand, and on the surface it can seem as if they mean the same thing, but their meanings are much deeper than that. 
Q- What do you think of when you hear the word “holy”? Q- What does the word Holy mean? Define it/Explain it. Q- Can we be holy? If so, how?
If you referenced your Strong’s Concordance definition you get an extra point. It means  sacred, or in plain English, different in a good way for spiritual reasons. God is Holy because he is the standard of perfection and nothing can compare to him. You can be holy because God can consecrate you to his service, and that makes you different than a regular Joe. You are special because God changed you into something special. 
Q- Can all Christians be consecrated to God’s service? What does that look like? (Ro 12:1)

Every Christian has a service and a duty to perform, every Christian has the opportunity, right, and requirement to become holy – Set apart for God’s use.
Q- Does that make us equal to God?

No, no matter how holy we are, we can never even come close to being as holy as He is.

Q: How does holiness differ from righteousness?

If you looked at the Strong’s definition again you just earned another point. It means “just” and implies that you are already pursuing holiness. In other words, you don’t break the rules that God has given you.  If you aren’t living for Him you’ve already broken the rules.

Q: Can you share some examples of righteousness?

Helping others, prayer, worship, tithing, etc…(done for the right reasons) are all good examples of righteous behavior, but you still are missing the mark if you are doing stuff that God told you not to do. You must both do what is right, and not do what is not right.

So the concept behind it all seems a little circular, and it is, but that’s okay because God is infinite. We should seek to be righteous in order to be holy, and we should seek to be holy in order to be righteous, and we can’t be either on our own. This sort of thing requires God. Being holy speaks to our character and intentions, and being righteous speaks to your actions. So be both by grace through Jesus, and even if you mess up, God still loves you so keep trying. 
Internal Q: Are you living a life that is dedicated to God? Are you just and right in your actions? Even though the answer to both of those questions is “not as much as we should be” do you understand that God is merciful and that Jesus died so that we can be righteous and holy?

Strong’s Concordance Hebrew- kaw-doshe': sacred (ceremonially or morally); (as noun) God (by eminence), an angel, a saint, a sanctuary: - holy (One), saint.

Strong’s Concordance Greek- hag'-ee-os: sacred (physically pure, morally blameless or religious, ceremonially consecrated): - (most) holy (one, thing), saint.
Strong’s Concordance Hebrew- tsad-deek': just: - just, lawful, righteous (man).
Strong’s Concordance Greek- dik'-ah-yos: equitable (in character or act); by implication innocent, holy (absolutely or relatively): - just, meet, right (-eous).
