SCRIPTURE READ​​​
Welcome to the final week of the Jesus in the Tabernacle series. Q- Give us a quick review.

Jesus is found in the tabernacle. Every small detail of the tabernacle represents Him. The strange furniture pieces and elements reveal Him. Q- The Jews did these strange ceremonies without really understanding the true meaning of them. Is it possible we take for granted having the revelation of Jesus? Do we understand?
The Tabernacle is an amazing structure. Hidden within every detail is Jesus. The foundation and layout of the tabernacle reveal Jesus. Q- What material is the foundation of this building? (Hint: Exodus 26:19)
The walls of the tabernacle were acacia wood overlaid with God. We have talked about how the Gold represents Deity and the acacia wood represents Christ’s sinless humanity. The Silver base is a new material in our study. Silver is symbolic of redemption. We are redeemed by Jesus who was sold for 30 pieces of silver.

The Gold frames featured 2 projections that fit inside the silver bases. These silver bases acted as the foundation of the entire tabernacle, just as Jesus is our foundation in every way. The silver bases also acted as a mediator between the gold and the earth. Q- What is a mediator? 

A mediator is a person who attempts to represent 2 parties involved in a conflict, and helps bring them to an agreement. Q- How is Jesus our mediator?  (Because of sin we were in conflict with God. Jesus represents us & God through the incarnation and has brought us righteousness through his blood)
The entire foundation of the tabernacle is silver/Jesus. Now let’s look inside the tabernacle’s layout. The layout of the tabernacle/temple never changed. It was a fixture in the worship of an Israelite. YET.. they missed the fact that it was laid out in the form of a cross. Jesus was the plan behind the tabernacle from the beginning. Jesus has been the plan God has for our lives from the beginning. 
Q- What is important about blood in Hebrews 9? Q- What was the blood used to cleanse? (everything)
Every furniture piece inside the Tabernacle was sprinkled with blood. (Illustration page) The furniture pieces are positioned in the form of a cross and also reveal every place Jesus would bleed while on the cross. Q- Point out the places Jesus bled from on the cross.  

The Hebrews were celebrating the cross of the messiah and didn’t realize it. The blood of every goat, bull dove, and lamb was testifying to the blood of Jesus; we now have access. When you have Jesus you have all the power that was in the tabernacle. We have access to forgiveness. We are washed clean. We have his light, his provision, and his intercession. Through Jesus, we have access to God’s Holy Presence.
Q- Will there be a temple/tabernacle in heaven? (Revelation 21:22)

The lessons of the tabernacle were intended to bring us to Jesus. Jesus does was the tabernacle never could – He saves us and we will tabernacle (dwell) with him forever. 

Internal Q- Is Jesus the foundation of your faith? Is he your mediator? Are you thankful for the blood he shed on the cross? Are your sins covered? Ask Him to cover your sins. Do you understand that Jesus is everything you need? {pray}
VISION- Jesus was in the tabernacle. He wants us to tabernacle with him for eternity in heaven.

Exodus 26:15-19 NIV 15 “Make upright frames of acacia wood for the tabernacle. 16 Each frame is to be ten cubits long and a cubit and a half wide, 17 with two projections set parallel to each other. Make all the frames of the tabernacle in this way. 18 Make twenty frames for the south side of the tabernacle 19 and make forty silver bases to go under them—two bases for each frame, one under each projection.
Hebrews 9:16-22 NIV 16 In the case of a will, it is necessary to prove the death of the one who made it, 17 because a will is in force only when somebody has died; it never takes effect while the one who made it is living. 18 This is why even the first covenant was not put into effect without blood. 19 When Moses had proclaimed every command of the law to all the people, he took the blood of calves, together with water, scarlet wool and branches of hyssop, and sprinkled the scroll and all the people. 20 He said, “This is the blood of the covenant, which God has commanded you to keep.” 21 In the same way, he sprinkled with the blood both the tabernacle and everything used in its ceremonies. 22 In fact, the law requires that nearly everything be cleansed with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.
1 Timothy 2:5 NIV 5 For there is one God and one mediator between God and mankind, the man Christ Jesus
Revelation 21:22 NIV And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it.
