The day was July 15, 2007. That was the day a few college/career age people who attended Redemption church got together and hung out at something they called small group. This is YOUR Connect Group.  It is a Small Group.  We will grow in number… but we will always be a small group. How is this possible?  Through MULTIPLICATION…
When a small group starts to grow large, (above 15) the 1 group will multiply into 2 groups. Much like the Cells in our body grow to a certain size and then duplicate themselves, we will duplicate our group.  This will give new opportunities for us to step up into new areas of ministry.  One day you might be leading a Connect Group or hosting the small group in your home.
