The Church of Jesus should be ACTIVE and ALIVE! Last week we talked about the importance of Service. Service was a large part of the 1st Century Church… it was a part of sharing their faith.
Q- Is it difficult to share your faith?  Why?  {Not all faith is shared verbally, it’s not hard to share what we care about}
Q- Do you have any suggestions on sharing your faith?

The Apostle Paul was in the middle of a long missionary journey when he ran into Aquila and Priscilla. They were displaced from their home in Rome because they were Jews. Paul was a Jew who had experienced discrimination. They had this in common. Paul had also some knowledge of the Roman culture being a Roman citizen himself. They had this in common as well. Aquila and Priscilla were tent makers and so was Paul… more things in common. Paul ends up staying with Aquila and Priscilla and worked with them as a tent maker.
Q- What are some things we can learn from Paul’s relationship with Aquila & Priscilla? 
Aquila and Priscilla where going through a major change in their life, and these changes can often lead people right to Christ. Paul was someone they had grown to trust and were working with daily on the job. They shared a commonality with Paul that lead to friendship.  All of these factors made for a great opportunity for Paul to share the Gospel.
Q- Could it be that we have opportunities to share Jesus all around us, but aren’t sharing? Why?
Paul was a missionary, and that’s an area of his life that we talk about a lot, however, the story we read reveals that he had a job outside of ministry. He was a tent maker. He had a boss, he had responsibilities and deadlines. It was while at this job he influenced Aquila and Priscilla to serve Christ.
Paul was being Christ’s Ambassador! God was making His appeal to Aquila and Priscilla through Paul. God wants to do the same through us.  We need to be God’s ambassador while at work or at school, at the restaurant or the bank. 
We need to reconfigure our chain of command. Who are we ultimately working for? Do we work for God as ambassador or our Boss/Teacher as employee/student…? We can do both if we place God first.
Q- How can we be God’s Ambassador and still be a good employee or employer?  (Or student)
Remember, the Church should be alive and full of action. Not some of the time… all of the time. Being God’s ambassador should make us better on the Job or at school! We know that Aquila and Priscilla continued in the faith. We have bible accounts of them inviting people into their home where they shared God’ Truth. They shared what someone had shared with them…
Q- {Internal} Who should I be sharing Jesus with? Am I an ambassador? {Pray for Group}
Vision:   There are opportunities to share your faith all around us.  Take advantage.
This week… Get ready to share Christ with someone. Pray for those around you and get ready to tell them what you know about God.
