Money Talks! It says a lot about our heart and priorities. Last week a major key to our discussion was that God gave us the ability to produce wealth (Deut 8:18). Essentially your money, along with your other possessions, isn’t really yours. You aren’t an owner, but a steward or overseer. It all comes from God and he lets us use it. We had an analogy involving lending a car to someone. The owner of the car wants the overseer to use the car properly and honor 100% of the car.  The example for us is that God, the owner, has given us everything we have. We need to find a way to honor God with all that we have.
Q- How can you honor God with ALL of your money?
This doesn’t mean that you give all your money away. That actually wouldn’t honor God because you and your family would go hungry and homeless. God isn’t honored in that! God is honored when we properly use the money he has supplied.
Q- What are some ways we could misuse money, and by that, dishonor God.

Q- Do you agree that Debt is a misuse of money and it can dishonor God?  Why?
Q- What are some bad things that come from debt?
Q- The Bible says some strong things about borrowing money. What does it say? [scripture read] 

Q- Everyone can agree that debt is bad… But so many people in our culture continue in debt. Why?
“Like a city whose walls are broken through is a person who lacks self-control.” Lacking self control leaves you defenseless to the enemy. We go into debt because we lack self control. We want that large screen TV. There’s nothing wrong with Large Screen TVs! God is not anti Large Screen TVs. ..But you need to know that going into debt to get that large screen TV is a misuse of God’s money. That misuse of money might cause you to not only lose that large screen TV… but your Car as well.
The Borrower is a slave. The trouble is we don’t realize we are slaves until it’s too late. It’s when that bill comes due and we aren’t really able to pay it that we realize our slavery to the lender.  We should realize it is slavery going into the situation!
Q- Tell us about a time you went into debt and regretted it. Q- Do you agree debt is slavery?
Q- Is there a shame & guilt tied to money problems? Why is that? Should it be that way?
Let’s declare this place a SHAME FREE zone. No matter what life issues you maybe struggling with, we want this to be a safe place of acceptance for you. You can take any problem to the Lord and you can find your answer within the Word of God.

Shame beats you up because of your past. Hope clears a way for your future!  We want to speak hope to your finances. Here is a starting place for everyone. Figure how much debt you have. Make a goal to get out of debt! We will be discussing this next week!
Q- What kind of things could you do if you were debt free?

Becoming debt free will honor God and allow you to do some of these things. 
Q- {Internal} God what do you want me to do with Your money? Please help me to honor you with all you’ve given.  Take away our shame, whether it is debt or something else.   {Pray for your group!}
Vision: No more debt. Debt is slavery. Find out how much debt you have and start praying about becoming debt free.
