The Seemingly Impossible, Somewhat Suspect, 

Very Suspicious, Wildly Improbable Tale of Truth
Romans 3:3 For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect? 4 God forbid: yea, let God be true, but every man a liar.
Interesting question there in verse three…   Let me see if I can kind of paraphrase it without doing violence to the text.

If someone chooses to not believe something, does their not believing affect the truth of what they choose to not believe?
Does something become false simply because someone declares it to be false?
Is reality altered by how many people do or do not believe in it?
For thousands of years every person believed the world was flat.  It was round the whole time. 

For hundreds of years the brightest minds believed the best cure for disease was to drain someone’s blood.  The whole time they were draining blood it was not curing anyone. 

For MOST of recorded human history men believed the earth was the center of the solar system, if not the entire universe.  The whole time men whole heartedly believed this the earth was orbiting the sun. 
Where I grew up in Argentina they firmly believe the Chevy and Chevrolet are two different car companies and the entire nation will argue to the last breath that it is true.  Any American can tell you it is not so. 

In Victorian England it was firmly believed that smoking was good for the digestion, circulation, and the lungs.  But only for men.  The whole time the populace passionately believed this, it was killing them. 
The whole point is simply this; a thing is not true or false based on how many believe it to be true or false.  It is not true or false based on the intellectual or academic credentials of the ones declaring its falsity or veracity.  

It stands on it’s own merits and whether you or any one else declares it to be false if it is true it is true.   The problem for humanity is that we are all too often more like sheep and less like God’s image bearers.  A hybrid between sheep and people, (Sheeple if you will….) and when everyone says it is true, we believe, and if everyone says it is not, we don’t.   We like to think this sheeple behavior was a problem of our ancestors, but we are just as prone to it today.  
No matter how many times history has PROVEN that appearance has nothing to do with the value of a person we now judge based on appearance more than ever. 

No matter how many inspiring stories there are of people triumphing over their circumstances now more than ever we blame environment and genetics for human failure. 

No matter how many times experts have been wrong we still fold like a wet noodle to anyone that waves an advanced degree in our face or CNN dubs them an “expert”
When I was in my teens the world was headed for another ice age.  People panicked, we all bought parkas and studied how to make igloos.  (NO JOKE)  Now the ice caps are melting and we all need to watch Kevin Costner’s debacle Waterworld to learn how to survive.  
Truth is not subject to opinion polls.
Truth does not change based on the quantity of people that ascribe to it. 

Truth does not change because of the qualification of the person declaring it to not be true.
Truth is truth whether any one believes it or not.  Hence the conclusion of the Apostle Paul…

Romans 3:3 For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect? 4 God forbid: yea, let God be true, but every man a liar.

Paul’s conclusion is if it comes out of the mouth of a man you have a right to suspect it.   If God said it, take it to the bank.  
We need to get over being so enamored with everyone’s opinion and what everyone else is saying.  EVERY one has been wrong more often than they have been right.   So what if Richard Dawkins and Christopher Hitchens wrote a couple books?  Who cares if Hollywood made an anti-Christian movie?  Ooo…the secularist make fun of people of faith…  Get over it.  Quit being a little intellectual and spiritual lemmings just running one direction because everyone else is.  
In your reasoning, in what you decide to believe, in establishing what is right and true in your values, your morality, your faith, 

LET GOD BE TRUE, EVERY MAN A LIAR.  

And if the majority agree with God, awesome.  If they don’t, believe Him anyway.  

Everyone else bowed on the plains of Shinar, but one Hebrew boy looked at the two others and said, “I know the king said we should worship his image, but God said Have no other god’s before me.  The Lord is God and Him only shalt thou worship.  Let God be true and this king a liar.”

Joshua looked the whole nation in the eye and said, “You may wind up serving the false gods of this land we are moving into.  Every last one of you may bow the knee to Baal.  Don’t care.  As for me and my house…we will serve the Lord.”

What is true is not subject to nor influenced by popular opinion.  
It doesn’t matter what your friends think you should do, what did God tell you to do?
Who cares what is morally acceptable in our culture?  What does God find morally acceptable?  

You don’t need a rating system to tell you what is appropriate for your kid to watch, God’s word tells you to not set evil before your eyes. 

What do you do when your world runs headfirst into God’s law?  LET GOD BE TRUE AND EVERY MAN A LIAR.

The OT prophet Isaiah crystallized this whole thing for us. 
Isaiah 53:1 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed?
The report Isaiah offered was the promise and prophecy of God. The perpetual decision we all have to make as we move through our life is whose report to believe.  You would think it would be easy to believe God and not man, but most people consistently believe man over God.  In spite of the fact that man is wrong more than he is right and God is never wrong.  Why?  Let me go extra-scriptural on you for just a moment.  
Truth is stranger than fiction. –Mark Twain

Paul said;

Man?  Lie.

God?  True.

The truth of God is always going to seem a little stranger, Seemingly Impossible, Somewhat Suspect, Very Suspicious, Wildly Improbable…

The lie of man is going to make so much sense.  

You are going to have to perpetually be choosing whose report you are going to believe.  The Seemingly Impossible, Somewhat Suspect, Very Suspicious, Wildly Improbable truth of God, or the so believable report of man?
The reason mans lie makes sense and God’s truth seems so strange is because man deals in the realm of what you know and understand.  God deals in dimensions you cannot even conceptualize. 

The things which are impossible with man are the things which are possible with God.  

You are not even in God territory until it no longer makes sense to you. It is the very impossibles, unimaginables, incomprehensibles, that are God territory. 
Now unto Him that is able to do beyond what you can ask or think…

So yeah, it makes sense that Gods truth is not going to make sense.  It exist in a realm beyond what is possible for me.  It is outside of my comprehension.  Anything man will say will be in the realm of my experience and make sense to me. 

But we all believed the world was flat while a globe existed outside of our experience.   Whose report will you believe?  What will you believe?  

The Seemingly Impossible, Somewhat Suspect, Very Suspicious, Wildly Improbable truth of God, or the so believable report of man?  

The reference in Isaiah to, the arm of the Lord is a direct reference to the strength and specifically the delivering power of God.

The prophet makes a link for us.  Who will believe our report and to whom is the arm of the Lord revealed?  In other words if you believe the report of the Lord, you will see the strength and saving power of God, if you believe God the arm of the Lord will be revealed to you.  
Now before we explore that let me make another link for you.  The letter to the Thessalonians warned of apostasy, and this is what the Apostle wrote;
II Thessalonians 2:11 God 
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unrighteousness.

Now let me tie a bunch of this together for you.

God said it, true. 

Man said it, lie. 

Believe God, see the strength and delivering power of God.

The lie will make more sense because God’s truth comes from outside your experience and imagination.

Every time I choose to believe people over God I wind up with no hope.   Every time I believe God His power flows into my life.  
Let me simplify life for you.  You have many opportunities to believe many reports.  You will either believe the comfortable lie or the The Seemingly Impossible, Somewhat Suspect, Very Suspicious, Wildly Improbable truth of God.  
You are not the first that has had to choose whose report you will believe.  Everytime God has been true and man has been a liar.
