Our significance to GOD is not a testimony to our greatness, but rather a testimony to his brilliant mind.

If the hairs of my head are indeed numbered it is not because of my great hair. It once again is evidence of the mind  that made all things.

This is the dilemma we face. This is the paradox facing the intellectuals of our time. The world is too amazing not to have an intelligent designer. It is too intricate, too dynamic, too precise, too perfect. 
Then you go beyond this world as did David’s unaided eye, and we see vastness, magnificent vastness unthinkable physics  at work. 

It is all far too organized and functional not to have a creator, a cause, yet the same people will be confounded by the same sights and confess that no-one can possibly be that intelligent. 

Design is the greatest argument for the existence of a creator. It is also the greatest argument against it, because no-one is that great.

In the minds of many people it is easier to believe that all this precision and perfection simply happened by accident than it is to believe that there is an entity out there intelligent enough to conceive it, to design it, and build it.

I ask you; “WHO IS LIKE UNTO THE LORD OUR GOD”?     

In light of this you can certainly understand the following verse;

Prov 6:16-19

16 These six things doth the LORD hate: yea, seven are an abomination unto him:

17 A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood,

18 An heart that deviseth wicked imaginations, feet that be swift in running to mischief,

19 A false witness that speaketh lies, and he that soweth discord among brethren.

Arrogance is the single greatest offence to GOD.

23 For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions, I found an altar with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, him declare I unto you.

24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands;

25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things;

26 And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and hath determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation;

27 That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from every one of us:

28 For in him we live, and move, and have our being; as certain also of your own poets have said, For we are also his offspring.
