Blaspheme
Greek - blasphemeo (blas-fay-meh'-o); to vilify, to slander.
This Greek word is translated into several English words and phrases.
Below are some of them.

Matthew 27:39

39 And they that passed by reviled him(blas-fay-meh'-o);, wagging their heads,

Mark 3:29

29 But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal damnation:

Mark 15:29

29 And they that passed by railed on him(blas-fay-meh'-o);, wagging their heads, and saying, Ah, thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three days,

Luke 23:39

39 And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed on him(blas-fay-meh'-o);, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us.

Romans 3:8

8 And not rather, (as we be slanderously reported(blas-fay-meh'-o);, and as some affirm that we say,) Let us do evil, that good may come? whose damnation is just.

Romans 14:16

16 Let not then your good be evil spoken of(blas-fay-meh'-o);:

1 Corinthians 4:13

13 Being defamed(blas-fay-meh'-o);, we intreat: we are made as the filth of the world, and are the offscouring of all things unto this day.

1 Corinthians 10:30

30 For if I by grace be a partaker, why am I evil spoken of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  for that for which I give thanks?

1 Timothy 1:20

20 Of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I have delivered unto Satan, that they may learn not to blaspheme(blas-fay-meh'-o);.
Titus 3:2

2 To speak evil of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men.

1 Peter 4:4

4 Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them to the same excess of riot, speaking evil of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  you:

1 Peter 4:14

14 If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of(blas-fay-meh'-o);, but on your part he is glorified.

2 Peter 2:2

2 And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of(blas-fay-meh'-o);.

2 Peter 2:10

10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  dignities.

2 Peter 2:12

12 But these, as natural brute beasts, made to be taken and destroyed, speak evil of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  the things that they understand not; and shall utterly perish in their own corruption;

Jude 8

8 Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, despise dominion, and speak evil of (blas-fay-meh'-o); dignities.

Jude 10

10 But these speak evil of(blas-fay-meh'-o);  those things which they know not: but what they know naturally, as brute beasts, in those things they corrupt themselves.

(blas-fay-meh'-o); 

1 John 5:16-17

16 If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it.

17 All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.

Same verses from NIV.

1 John 5:16-17

16 If anyone sees his brother commit a sin that does not lead to death, he should pray and God will give him life. I refer to those whose sin does not lead to death. There is a sin that leads to death. I am not saying that he should pray about that. 17 All wrongdoing is sin, and there is sin that does not lead to death. 

(from New International Version)

Here the Bible recognizes that there are sins that are not necessarily fatal( they can be prayed for) and that there is a sin that is fatal and that prayer is ineffective towards.

This sin was identified by Jesus as being Blasphemy of the Holy Ghost.

Mark 3:28-29

28 Verily I say unto you, All sins shall be forgiven unto the sons of men, and blasphemies wherewith soever they shall blaspheme:

29 But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal damnation:

Sis. Leslie;

This word has a very specific meaning and covers a very specific act of slandering and vilifying the Holy Ghost and we should not live in fear of it.
