13 All the saints salute you.

Acts 19:1-6

19:1 And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having passed through the upper coasts came to Ephesus: and finding certain disciples,
2 He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost.

3 And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism.

4 Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.

5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

6 And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.

Ephesians 1:1

1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful in Christ Jesus:

These are not interchangeable words.
DICSIPLE-----root word is “discipline”
mathetes (math-ay-tes'); from NT:3129; a learner, i.e. pupil: follower of a teacher.

SAINT

NT:40

hagios (hag'-ee-os); from hagos  sacred , blameless , consecrated):

 (most) holy. 

Something happened in Acts 19 which transformed a group of “disciples” into a group of “saints” 

As disciple makers go Jesus was no where near the top of the heap. His disciples all abandoned him in the hour of need. 

Compare David Koresh,  Jim Jones, 

Jesus was not the greatest disciple maker to ever live, that is why I do not get too excited when I here people talk about discipleship. 

Jesus did not come to make disciples, He came to make saints.

John 1:12-13

12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:

13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

HE WAS NOT A GREAT DISCIPLE MAKER BUT HE IS THE ONLY ONE WHO COULD EVER TAKE AN OLD MAN AND HIS WAYS AND CAUSE  THEM TO PASS AWAY AND A NEW CREATURE TO BE BORN IN HIS PLACE.
