THE EPIPHANY of THE PITIFUL
We need a revelation of our weakness.

Matt 11:28

28 "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest.(from New International Version)

John 7:37

37 In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink.

This is the revelation you need to get before you will ever come to GOD

How frail

Ps 39:4-5

4 LORD, make me to know mine end, and the measure of my days, what it is; that I may know how frail I am.  ( Give me this revelation.)

5 Behold, thou hast made my days as an handbreadth; and mine age is as nothing before thee: verily every man at his best state is altogether vanity. Selah.

Isaiah – Woe to them
Isa 5:8-22

8 Woe unto them that join house to house, that lay field to field, till there be no place, that they may be placed alone in the midst of the earth!

9 In mine ears said the LORD of hosts, Of a truth many houses shall be desolate, even great and fair, without inhabitant.

10 Yea, ten acres of vineyard shall yield one bath, and the seed of an homer shall yield an ephah.

11 Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that continue until night, till wine inflame them!

12 And the harp, and the viol, the tabret, and pipe, and wine, are in their feasts: but they regard not the work of the LORD, neither consider the operation of his hands.

13 Therefore my people are gone into captivity, because they have no knowledge: and their honourable men are famished, and their multitude dried up with thirst.

14 Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into it.

20 Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

21 Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and prudent in their own sight!

22 Woe unto them that are mighty to drink wine, and men of strength to mingle strong drink:

In ch. 6 he saw the LORD high lifted up… He got revelation.

Isa 6:1-5

6:1 In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.

2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.

4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke.

5 Then said I, Woe is me! for I am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts.

When he saw God’s glory it helped him see himself more accurately.

Publican

Draw a comparison to the Pharisee praying nearby.

Rev 3:14-18

17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked:   ( You need a  revelation.)

18 I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see.

YOU MUST UNDERSTAND THIS WHEN YOU ASK TO SEE HOW GREAT GOD IS, TO DO SO IS TO SHOW US HOW FRAIL WE ARE.
The broken heart is magnetic to GOD.


Humility and contrition are irresistible to our GOD.


But this condition requires revelation.


Peter tells us that “a man must not think of himself more highly that he ought.”


The way that we “OUGHT” to think I believe requires revelation





It may be that the thing you believe repels God is the very thing that attracts him to you.





When no man gave to him, he came to himself.


This suggests that if someone had been giving to him that he would never have had this epiphany. 





The famines are often our friends. They bring revelation.


As long as we are given everything we need we never see ourselves as we really are.





The “give me” attitude- this sense of entitlement is what leads us away from the father.





The “make me” attitude- the sense of unworthiness is what drives us back to the father and the father toward us.





This attitude never came regardless of how much was given to him, it only came when no man would give to him.





The weary, the burdened, the thirsty must first know their condition in order to come to him.





David got his revelation while looking at the stars one night; “What is man that thou art mindful of him.”

We come to him broken and contrite.
