TIME HAPPENS TO YOU
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Eccl 9:11-12

11 I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of skill; but time and chance happeneth to them all.   Right time right place, wrong place , wrong time. 
12 For man also knoweth not his time: as the fishes that are taken in an evil net, and as the birds that are caught in the snare; so are the sons of men snared in an evil time, when it falleth suddenly upon them.

TIME happens to you. It is not something you control,
Time is the material of which life is constructed.

Time  is measured only by mortals.

Time is the only way temperal beings can quantify their existence.

Money is time, time is money….Money is imaginary value exchanged for time.

Money is sought after because it represents time.  Your employer pay you for your time because he does not have enough of his own.
Money is valuable because time is limited.

Eternity is fundamentally this; deliverance from the awareness of time.

Paradise is freedom from time. 

Anxioty exists only as a result of time.

The closest you can come to controlling it is expressed in;
Ps 90:12

12 So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.

Ps 39:4

4 LORD, make me to know mine end, and the measure of my days, what it is; that I may know how frail I am.

Eph 5:15-16

15 See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,

16 Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

Col 4:5

5 Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time.

The phrase “redeeming the time” means to make the most of every opportunity.

To take advantage of an opportunity is to make the time count. 

You cannot make any more time. 

You can only increase or decrease the value of the time you already have. 
Eccl 3:1-11

1. To every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven:

2 A time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up that which is planted;

3 A time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up;

4 A time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to dance;

5 A time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones together; a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing;

6 A time to get, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast away;

7 A time to rend, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to speak;

8 A time to love, and a time to hate; a time of war, and a time of peace.

9 What profit hath he that worketh in that wherein he laboureth?

10 I have seen the travail, which God hath given to the sons of men to be exercised in it.

11 He hath made every thing beautiful in his (its time) time: also he hath set the world in their heart, so that no man can find out the work that God maketh from the beginning to the end.

It is not unnatural to have times of dying, of plucking up, of breaking down, of mourning, ect…. In fact the Bible states that even these things are beautiful if they are in the right time.
Cain looked at his judgment and stated “my punishment is greater than I can bear.”

The reason he felt this way is because this judgment was said to be permanent, you will never have a change in the tide. He was not told that if you will just hang on through the rough time, things will get better. 

  Life is unbearable when you can’t see anything but the present sorrow. You must know that things will change and joy will follow, joy so full that even the sorrow will hold a certain beauty to you.
One of the most repeated phrases in all of scripture, “it came to pass” . If your sorrow has come but will not pass, cry out to God.

The scripture tells us that he has made everything beautiful in it’s time.  
Weeping may endure for the night but joy is supposed to come in the mourning.
Ps 27:5

5 For in the time of trouble he shall hide me in his pavilion: in the secret of his tabernacle shall he hide me; he shall set me up upon a rock.

Woman with issue of blood. 12 years. 
This was a time that was not unnatural, the only thing unnatural about it was that it would not pass.

JESUS MADE IT PASS

Do not drown in your present sorrow, touch his garment tonite. 

Stop the bleeding. Make it pass.  

There is nothing wrong with you, time is just happening to you.
If you lost a battle it does not mean that you were not strong, if you lose a race once in a while it is not because you are not swift, time just happened to you, a time of trouble or sorrow or loss has been known to interrupt the race every once in a while, and hold you back, but it doesn’t mean you have failed. Time will happen, let it happen and hold on to Jesus. Through it all.   

Ps 91:3

3 Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the fowler, and from the noisome pestilence.
