WHERE WILL YOUR SEARCH END?
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Matt 26:59-68
59 Now the chief priests, and elders, and all the council, sought false witness against Jesus, to put him to death;

60 But found none: yea, though many false witnesses came, yet found they none. At the last came two false witnesses,
61 And said, This fellow said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it in three days.

62 And the high priest arose, and said unto him, Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?

63 But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest answered and said unto him, I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

64 Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.

65 Then the high priest rent his clothes, saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what further need have we of witnesses? behold, now ye have heard his blasphemy.

66 What think ye? They answered and said, He is guilty of death.

67 Then did they spit in his face, and buffeted him; and others smote him with the palms of their hands,

68 Saying, Prophesy unto us, thou Christ, Who is he that smote thee?

This is where they chose to stop searching.
When you choose to stop looking has everything to do with your spiritual condition.

The evidence you choose to accept will be found in the last place you look. 

Jesus was in reference to this passage when he spoke concerning the temple 

John 2:19-21

19 Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.

20 Then said the Jews, Forty and six years was this temple in building, and wilt thou rear it up in three days?

21 But he spake of the temple of his body.

Matt 27:39-49

39 And they that passed by reviled him, wagging their heads,

40 And saying, Thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three days, save thyself. If thou be the Son of God, come down from the cross.

41 Likewise also the chief priests mocking him, with the scribes and elders, said,

42 He saved others; himself he cannot save. If he be the King of Israel, let him now come down from the cross, and we will believe him.

43 He trusted in God; let him deliver him now, if he will have him: for he said, I am the Son of God.

44 The thieves also, which were crucified with him, cast the same in his teeth.

45 Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour.

46 And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?

47 Some of them that stood there, when they heard that, said, This man calleth for Elias.

48 And straightway one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink.

49 The rest said, Let be, let us see whether Elias will come to save him.

 *     If I had chosen to stop listening to music when I heard p-diddy or when I heard outcast, I would have such an inaccurate opinion of music.

 *     If stopped looking at art when I saw some vile graffiti, I would have such an inaccurate view of art.

 *             If I had stopped listening to preaching the first time I heard some preacher beg for money, I would have no idea the glory that can flood my soul when real man of GOD stand behind this desk and pours the word of GOD into my heart and it mixes with faith and saves my life.
*                If I had stopped searching for fellowship when someone ignored me. When someone did me wrong. When that preacher hurt my feelings. I would have no clue that the fellowship of the church could be such a blessing in my life and in the lives of my family   
Matt 11:7-9

7 And as they departed, Jesus began to say unto the multitudes concerning John, What went ye out into the wilderness to see? A reed shaken with the wind?

8 But what went ye out for to see? A man clothed in soft raiment? behold, they that wear soft clothing are in kings' houses.

9 But what went ye out for to see? A prophet? yea, I say unto you, and more than a prophet.

Luke 8:18

18 Take heed therefore how ye hear: ……..

Luke 10:25-26

25 And, behold, a certain lawyer stood up, and tempted him, saying, Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

26 He said unto him, What is written in the law? how readest thou?

It is not so much what we see as it is what we look for.

It is not so much what we hear as it is what we listen for.
It is not so much what we read as it is what we are trying to learn. 
It is all about where you end your search.

Phil 4:8

8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.

Let this be where I end my search
You can find good in the worst of situations. Ex. Christ at the crucifixion.

You can find bad in the best of situations. Ex. Eve in the garden
