If you need something moved in your life, Jesus tells you to speak to it 
by faith. It will move. Faith is a bulldozer. It will change the entire 
landscape. 

 

Things that are alive, move!  If I fell to the ground and stopped moving, 
I would hope you would call an ambulance… Because things that move 
are alive. 

Does your faith move?  Is your faith alive or dead? 

James 2:14 (NIV2011) What good is it, my brothers and sisters, 
if someone claims to have faith but has no deeds? Can such 
faith save them?   

James asks us “WHAT GOOD IS IT… if someone CLAIMS to have FAITH 
but has no deeds.” 
 

They claim to have faith… they treat faith like a chair.. they just sit on it. 
They don’t have DEEDS.  Their faith has no action. Their faith is not 
moving.  James asks the blunt question.. “Can  such faith save them?” 

Another way to say it is… If your faith can’t move you on earth, then do 
you expect it to move you to heaven? 

James 2:15 (NIV2011) Suppose a brother or a sister is without 
clothes and daily food.   

James 2:16 (NIV2011) If one of you says to them, “Go in peace; 
keep warm and well fed,” but does nothing about their physical 
needs, what good is it?   

James 2:17 (NIV2011) In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not 
accompanied by action, is dead.   

Faith moves. Faith is not a lazy-boy recliner chair. Faith is a John Deere 
super charged bulldozer. 

 

Faith is not meant to be a ticket to heaven, where you just profess that 
you believe and then you will avoid hell and be with Jesus in heaven. 

Faith is meant to bring the kingdom of heaven to earth. Faith is meant 
to powerfully change and move the world around you.  
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Faith sees sickness and declares that in God’s kingdom there is healing 
a restoration. Faith can move sickness out and God’s healing in. 

Faith is tied to truth… so by faith you declare what God says is true… In 
Jesus name be healed by the God who heals. 

Speak to that mountain, MOVE! 

 

MOVE 

Faith requires movement. Faith requires action. Faith will move you to 
act. 

Many times in scripture God required an action, and then the miracle 
came, the victory came, the answer came. 

Naaman was sick with leprosy. Faith commanded him to dip in the 
Jordan river 7 times. He was healed. 

Moses & all of Israel was trapped at the Red Sea.  God commanded

Jesus told 
the man to “stretch forth” his hand. Because faith moves! 

Faith that is alive – MOVES! 

 

Do you want to see a miracle in your life? Move. 

Do you want to see your family saved? Move. 

Want to see someone healed? Move. 

Want to be used of God? Move. 

Want to see super natural blessing in your life?  Move. 

Faith moves.  You gotta move. 
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John 7:37 (NIV2011) On the last and greatest day of the festival, 
Jesus stood and said in a loud voice, “Let anyone who is thirsty 
come to me and drink.   

John 7:38 (NIV2011) Whoever believes in me, as Scripture has 
said, rivers of living water will flow from within them.”   

Believing in Jesus does more than just quench your thirst. Your faith in 
Jesus causes rivers of living water to flow out of you.
