What is a Vibe?

As Christians, it is not enough to carry our
belief inside our heart. The love of God is
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meant to be shed abroad by the Holy
Spirit in our heart (Romans 5:5). Our good
works should flow out of our heart, and
people should see our good works and
glorify our Father in Heaven (Matthew
5:16).

Vibe Check

The worst vibes come from the flesh.

The best vibes come from the Spirit.
Galatians 5:22 (NIV) But the fruit of
the Spirit is love, joy, peace,

forbearance, kindness, goodness,

faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-

control. Against such things there is

ho law.
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We have discussed Love, Joy, and Peace —
the vibes that should reside in your heart.

Last week Marshal preached a great
message on faithfulness and how to
respond when you think Jesus is failing
the vibe check.

Today | want to talk to you about the vibe
of patience.
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Patience

Patience is not usually our favorite word
or subject.

LET’S BE HONEST — Who here is willing to
admit they have trouble with patience.

Patience is a vibe of the Spirit. The God
that is working in you, desires to bring
patience into your thoughts, words, and
actions.

How you treat people matters.

How you treat people reveals your vibe.
How you treat others reveals the health
of your relationship with God.

James 5:7-11 (NIV) 7 Be patient, then,
brothers and sisters, until the Lord’s

coming. See how the farmer waits for

the land to vield its valuable crop,
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patiently waiting for the autumn and

spring rains. 8 You too, be patient and

stand firm, because the Lord’s coming

is near.

Here Is our definition of patience
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Simply put, patience is waiting.

The craftsman put a golden color within
the adhesive and then covered the bowl
in a new lacquer seal.

By embracing the flaws and
imperfections, the craftsman created a
more beautiful piece of art.

Il Legend has it that God loves broken
people, and instead of throwing them
out, he seeks to create beauty,
restoration, and purpose within them.

If you will allow God the craftsman to
work, He will take your broken pieces,
mistakes, and flaws, and God will cover
