A9. Jesus helps some of the disciples catch a multitude of fish 
  

Q10. “Pick me up and throw me in and the sea will be calm.” 
A10. Jonah getting ready to be thrown to the big fish  
  

Q11. “Usually people keep the bad wine for the end of the feast, but you’ve   
          kept the best.” 
A11. Jesus performs his first miracle by turning water into wine 
  

Q12. “Fill four large jars with water and pour them on the offering and on the wood.” 
A12. Elijah challenges the prophets of Baal 
  

Q13. “If it’s really you, let me come out there with you on the water.” 
A13. Peter walks on the water with Jesus 
  

Q14. “Take up the Ark of the Covenant, go ahead of the people and go stand  
          in the river.” 
A14. The Israelites cross over the Jordan on dry land 
  

Q15. “Not just my feet, but also my hands and my head.” 
A15. Jesus washes the disciples’ feet
