1) BE BRUTALLY HONEST WITH THE COUNSELOR.  
 

(Jesus) told her, "Go, call your husband and come back." 17 "I have no husband," she 
replied.

2) LISTEN TO THE COUNSELOR’S VOICE.

3) DO WHAT THE COUNSELOR TELLS YOU TO DO.
