












DAY 7DAY 7OUT OF EGYPT
Prophecy:

“When Israel was a child, I loved him, and out of Egypt I called my son.”
– Hosea 11:1 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“So he got up, took the child and his mother during the night and left
for Egypt, where he stayed until the death of Herod. And so was fulfilled
what the Lord had said through the prophet: ‘Out of Egypt I called my
son.’” – Matthew 2:14–15 (NIV)

Reflection:

Before Herod could harm Jesus, God sent an angel to warn Joseph in a
dream. Joseph listened — and that obedience saved his family and
fulfilled prophecy. Herod tried to stop Jesus, but he failed. Many have
tried since, and they’ve all failed. God’s plan always prevails. The same
God who spoke to Joseph still speaks to hearts that are listening today.

Prayer: God, help me to listen when You speak. I trust you. Your plan
can’t be stopped.

DAY 8 CALLED A NAZARENE
Prophecy:

“In the past he humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but
in the future he will honor Galilee of the nations, by the Way of the Sea,
beyond the Jordan— The people walking in darkness have seen a great
light; on those living in the land of deep darkness a light has dawned.” –
Isaiah 9:1–2 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“So was fulfilled what was said through the prophets, that he would be
called a Nazarene.”
– Matthew 2:23 (NIV)

Reflection:

Nazareth was a small, overlooked town in Galilee — the kind of place people
didn’t expect much from. One disciple even asked, “Can anything good
come from Nazareth?” (John 1:46). But that’s exactly where God chose to
bring light & honor to Galilee through His Son.

It’s amazing — prophecy said the Messiah would come from Bethlehem, be
called out of Egypt, and honor Galilee with His light… and Jesus fulfilled
every one of them. God’s plan, Our Advent Story, is perfect from every angle.

Prayer: God, thank You for shining Your light where the world least expects
it. Let Your light shine through me today.





DAY 11 LIGHT FOR THE WHOLE WORLD 
Prophecy:

“I will also make you a light for the Gentiles...”– Isaiah 49:6 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“Simeon… praised God… ‘a light for revelation to the Gentiles…’” – Luke 2:27–32 (NIV)

Reflection:

Simeon, led by the God’s Spirit, recognized Jesus as the fulfillment of Isaiah’s
prophecy. “Gentile” means anyone not Jewish — which includes most of us. Jesus is
the Light for the whole world.

Prayer:

Father, help me see Jesus as the Light for all people.







DAY 19 BETRAYED FOR THIRTY PIECES OF SILVER
Prophecy:

“They paid me thirty pieces of silver… ‘Throw it to the potter.’” – Zechariah
11:12–13 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“They counted out thirty pieces of silver…” – Matthew 26:14–15 (NIV)

“The priests… used the money to buy the potter’s field.” – Matthew 27:6–7
(NIV)

Reflection:

Zechariah predicted the exact price of the betrayal and even that the
money would go to a potter. Judas desperately rejected his thirty pieces of
silver, and those coins bought the potter’s field. Nothing in Jesus’ story was
accidental.

Prayer:

Jesus, thank You for choosing obedience even when it cost You everything.

BURIED IN A RICH MAN’S TOMB

THE RISEN KING

Prophecy:

“He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death…”
– Isaiah 53:9 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“Joseph… a rich man… placed the body in his own new tomb.” 
– Matthew 27:57–60 (NIV)

Reflection:

Jesus died among criminals but was buried in a rich man’s tomb.

Prayer:

Jesus, thank You for fulfilling every word.  You are the Word!

Prophecy:

“You will not let your faithful one see decay.” – Psalm 16:10 (NIV)

Fulfillment:

“He is not here; he has risen…” – Matthew 28:6 (NIV)

Reflection:

Christmas joy becomes Easter hope. The child in the manger becomes Our risen
King.

Prayer:

Jesus, thank You for rising in victory.
